2. Declarations of interest

3. Minutes of the last meeting held 19th May 2020
Minutes of the meeting held 19th May 2020 were approved and signed subject to following amendments:
· Re Minutes of 21st April 2020 additional amendment omitted in error – to investigate ownership of a dyke between Hoveringham House & Orchard Bungalow which is blocked.  Cllr. HN to investigate.
· Re Minutes of 19th May 2020 – comments on Hillsborough House planning application to include danger to pedestrians as it is single track & already used for agricultural & vehicular access by the properties on the lane; plus is a well used footpath.  Access from Boat Lane far more suitable.

Cllr. David Hall to progress HovNews request for a new laptop – ongoing.

5. Coronavirus
· Chairman confirmed that residents were well catered for via the voluntary group.
· Recycling centres – now re-opened
· Brown Bins - emptying now re-commenced.
· Social distancing to be observed at all times & national government guidelines to be followed.
· Concerns were expressed that there appeared to be more leisure activity around the lake area & it may be linked to the fact people were at home during the lockdown period.  Inconsiderate parking & swimming in the lake.

· Grass cutting was now being undertaken
· Newark & Southwell Town Centres – road closures in place to assist with safety & thus encourage shoppers to feel safe & ensure social distancing when shopping.
· Cllr. RJ to chase weight limit signage; pothole repairs being undertaken now other council services were opening up.

01 Hedge encroaching on footpath – Cllr. JR to contact Clifford Services.

13. To consider all Village Hall matters including:
· Village Hall currently closed; decorating being undertaken.
14. To consider Cemetery & Churchyard matters (if any).
· To note enquiry re erection of a memorial awaiting further details.
· 1 memorial in Church Yard had failed & remedial work to prevent further movement undertaken by N & S D C.  Chairman to liaise with N & S D C re who is responsible & quotes to repair obtained if it is deemed Hoveringham PC.  Clerk reported that N & S D C reimburse HovPC for the grass cutting which suggests responsibility is N & S D C .
· Chairman reported remedial work necessary in relation to the fence.  Agreed quote to be obtained from original fencing contractor.
· Suggestion to renovate existing Church notice board utilising donation from Cllr. RJ. rather than sourcing new ones. Cllr. Dawn Hall to liaise with Rev. Phil White
15. To consider Highways issues – 
· Chairman gave a brief account of the Coroner’s report into the unfortunate accident towards end of last year outside Ferry Farm & confirmed Highways were to look into possible safety measures in location of the low lying areas where the accident took place.
· Resurfacing Gonalston Lane – Cllr. R.J. confirmed potholes were being reported & railings required remedial works ; drain blocked which required clearing to ensure adequate drainage.
· To consider implications of cycling accident outside Riverlyn House – Cllr. Dawn Hall confirmed the victim had been referred to NCC
16. To consider Community/Environment issues
· Increased visitor numbers – concerns expressed over increased number of visitors to lake area & safety issues.  Chairman had been in touch with N & S D C who had drafted a press release which would be going out via social media, website etc. Respect & common sense was required when visiting the area.  Cllr. RJ had arranged a meeting with the Police re the gravel pit lakes & invited Parish Councillors to join him; but added the owners were responsible for provision of life saving aids if deemed necessary.  Situation to be monitored over forthcoming months.
· Livestock concerns on river bank. – following a brief discussion over reports of aggressive cattle in various areas near the sailing lake Cllr. RJ (who has experience with cattle) stated fields containing footpaths should not contain bulls.  Cattle are naturally inquisitive & advice is don’t run; do not come between cow & offspring. The field is not amenity land therefore public should keep to footpaths .  Suggested a sign to reflect “Public should respect all animals” to go near land in question & also outside Old Elm Tree nr. car park.  Chairman to draft suitable sign  & liaise with other Councillors. 
· Stone & Plastic animals on corner near bench – agreed to monitor but government guidelines re hand washing should be adhered to by anyone touching the items.
· New dog bin in situ on  Main Street.
· Dyke discussed at previous meetings was due to be cleared & on a “to do List”.
