Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 21st January 2020 at 7.00pm in the Village Hall.

1. Apologies for acceptance and approval.
Apologies given by J.Rooney (JR) & N.Collen (NC),were accepted and approved.
2. Declarations of interest 
None.
3. Minutes of the last meeting held 19th November 2019
Minutes of the meeting held 19th November 2019 were approved and signed.
Councillors agreed not to display minutes until they had been approved & amended if necessary.  Clerk advised Councillors that this would mean the minutes would not be available to the public until after the next meeting ie. At least a month behind & if amendments made prior to signing possiblty 2 months behind.
4. Clerk’s update
· Clerk was in process of completing paperwork re Reindeer Pub being put forward as a Community Asset.
5. Presentation from Recycling Officer ( N & S D C)
Chairman welcomed the officer & thanked him for attending.
The Officer confirmed the following:
NCC are responsible for waste disposal; whilst Districts are responsible for waste collection but they could only collect what NCC could dispose of.  Ie. Relied on NCC contracts in place.  The Officer gave a brief account of how various waste was dealt with and where it was taken.
Other initiatives such as one at South Muskham (eg. clothing exchanges; glass banks; textile banks; community composting) could be funded via grants now available from Veolia.
Principle Authorities were trying to discourage use of tetra packs especially in schools; N & S D C were taking steps to collect small electrical appliances from 2021 hopefully.
Government were looking at standardising recycling nationwide but this could take a few years & thus Principle Authorities were reluctant to make major changes prior to Government changes.
Agreed Councillors to discuss further over next few weeks with a view to coming up with an action plan for the future.  Cllr. RH to investigate South Muskham initiative.
6. Reports from NCC Councillors & N & S D C Councillors.  – Cllr. R.Jackson reported the following:
· Re Creagh – N & S D C Planning Officer had visitor site and confirmed planning permission should have been sought.
· Community grant scheme for small communities available.
7. Questions from the Public. 
None present.
8.  To consider Asset Register – Agreed VH contents need to be removed but detailed inventory of Emergency stores to be undertaken estimate of value was less than £5k.
New litter bin needs to be added.
9. To consider insurance policy – insurance provider had confirmed that volunteers were covered providing they receive adequate training & risk assessments etc. are in place.  Ie Parish Council have to be aware of any activity that is being undertaken & necessary steps taken to ensure adequate training & recording is in place along with risk assessments etc.

· Feasibility of additional recycling – refer to previous agenda item.
· N & S D C offering free trees – Cllr. RH to follow up due to fact that locations for trees had to be provided along with permissions if Council did not own land etc.
· Flooding - Cllr. HN to liaise with Drainage Board (Matt Everett)  It is understood that the area in question is yet to be adopted therefore falls under responsibility of Tarmac.  Cllr. RJ suggested speaking with NCC to progress this matter along with all other parties & try to arrange a joint meeting of all parties.
16. To consider community matters:
· Defibrillator – Cllr. Dawn Hall reported on findings.  Training course for 12 people £425; existing list of trained users appeared to be out of date.  Maintenance of defibrillator deemed simple as designed to self-test & error codes displayed if a problem.  Annual Service £165 if additional reassurance required.
Following a brief discussion Cllr. David Hall agreed to check the machine to establish if there were any problems; agreed laminated sign to be placed near defibrillator & possibly leaflet the village.  Councillors felt training should not be necessary if the unit is so simple & could not guarantee trained personnel were around when it might be used. 
· Community improvements/events – defer to future meeting.
· Landownership – Cllr. HN provided maps showing land/drainage & watercourse ownership
· Telephone box – Cllr. HN reported a local resident had tidied it up; Cllr. HN to provide a sign stating books only.
17.	To consider Cemetery & Churchyard matters (if any).
Cllr. HN reported one of grounds maintenance contractors contacted re grass cutting had declined to quote; another outstanding.
Outstanding enquiry from November re burial of ashes.

18. To consider Highways issues – 
· Cllr. RJ confirmed Gonalston Lane was in a terrible state re pot holes along with other roads in the Parish.  The NCC new road maintenance machines were due to arrive in summer.
· Cllr. HN requested update from Coroners Court re September’s tragic accident & will attend hearing if at all possible.  Await further developments
· Cllr. HN confirmed Foreterra had been visited re HGV’s needlessly driving through village
