


HOVERINGHAM PARISH COUNCIL
Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 15th May 2018 at 7.30pm in the Village Hall.

1. Apologies accepted for absence: - none
2. Minutes of the previous meeting:- (10/04/18) were approved (taken as read)
3. Finance: - Receipts – NSDC precept payment £6172.40
Payments: - NI £24.83 TP Jones (Payroll) £54.90 Trade waste (Chapel Field) £131.04, Hovnews (Donation) £200
Local Councils Insurance Policy renewal due 1st June 2018 present quote with BHIB £1,216.42 the cost last year was £1351.58 for a 3 year contract ,a further quotation from Zurich insurance will be sought. 

Our accounts are being internally audited by Sandra Stachura; unaudited copies of these accounts have been made available. As the Parish Council has an income and expenditure of less than £25000 it has declared itself exempt from a limited insurance review.

4. Planning: -
18/00633/HRN – The Willows, Brookfield Drive-the Parish Council Objected to the removal of the hedge and await NSDC response-Outstanding
        18/006/FUL – The Willows, Brookfield Drive, -single storey rear and side extensions              and new windows
           (No Objections from the PC). – Permitted development.
18/00373/FUL.-One new two bedroomed dwelling, in the grounds of the Manor House,  this has gone to committee; HN attended as did Councillor Roger Jackson after discussion the application was passed. Thanks extended to Councillor Jackson –          (No objection from PC) - Permitted development.
18/00722/TWCA - Yew Trees Hoveringham Cemetery - remove two Yews on safety grounds –Permitted.
5. Chapel Field - A fundraising Quiz is planned in the Village Hall, also a presentation at the Hoveringham Vintage Vehicle Rally, showing Village residents the proposed plans for the play area. Quotation are to be sought for the removal of the Bund around the play area, which will open up the play space. No work can begin until grants have been offered and accepted. HN to contact Steve Bravery (Chairman) with a view to applying for monies available via Forterra and Creagh who have local  community funds and might donate towards improvements on Chapel Field. 
6. Village Hall- Village Hall AGM was on 17th April MAC attended. At the moment The VH committee has no Chair or Secretary, and they are actively trying to recruit these officials.  VH hire prices were increased from 1st April 2018; prices have not been increased for 5 years. New prices are viewable in the Village Hall and on the Village website. The PWLB (Public Works and Loan Board) finance for the Village Hall now stands at £18,000.  All of the management team are volunteers and the PC extend their thanks for their continuing hard work. A Safari Supper is planned for 15th September 2018.
7. Environment:-
7.1 Railway/Scout Lake – PT the PC liaison representative, commented that he had received no input from the Scouts, activities at the Lake had begun, and he would contact David Cook the Scouts’ representative to check on the progress that has been made.
7.2 Jubilee Oak - MAC to trim branches when the tree is in leaf to 2.4 metres from pavement height.
7.3 Village Book exchange - sited in the old Telephone box, painting has been delayed.
7.4 Village Resident’s Concerns on Boat Lane- regarding damage caused by sugar beet contractor from Lincolnshire. Councillor Jackson promised to bring these concerns to the attention of the relevant departments.
7.5 Pavements- R Covill, local contractor, has been requested to spray the pavements for weeds.
[bookmark: _GoBack]7.6 Dog Faeces - PT to put a reminder in the Hovnews to remove and bin dog faeces , The Chapel field. The Church yard and Cemetery all have Public Space Protection Orders, which forbid dogs.
8 Cemetery and closed Churchyard- The village carries the total cost of the cemetery, and its upkeep. Risk assessment forms were to be updated, PT to contact a knowledgeable associate and agreed to informally assess the Cemetery for hazards with MAC, our Insurers are to be asked if they have a designated form.
£900 has been spent on the closed Churchyard in the last financial year, of which £816 has been claimed from NSDC.
8.1 War Memorial - HN is dealing with an application for a grant, applying for £5,000 for renovation and repair, and has met with a stone mason to discuss repairs, Stanton limestone from a Matlock quarry, will be used to repair the sides and corners, the War memorial  will be cleaned.
9 Village Website - funding has now ceased for the website.


10 Highways - 
10.1 HGV - Caythorpe PC report an increase of HGV using Caythorpe as a short cut .and would like support from HPC to canvass for Signage, stating the road is unsuitable for HGV, Councillor Jackson is to be involved. Clerk to contact Caythorpe PC.
10.2 Fly Tipping - is an ongoing problem, Councillor  Jackson reported that the Council is encouraging people to take registration numbers of vehicles suspected of tipping, or to look through the rubbish to see if any incriminating documents can be found (those with addresses for example) and report their findings to NSDC  as it will help them take action against offenders. This information is to be reported in Hovnews.
10.3 Potholes - Recent poor weather has caused further problems
11 Tarmac - meeting scheduled for the 14th May 2018 in Hoveringham Village Hall was cancelled, a date is needed for a further meeting.
12. Flood Wardens Scheme - Mr Colin Bailey attended this part of the meeting. He explained the present scheme, which was a NSDC initiative. A nucleus of a co-ordinator and three zone wardens plus two others, were required for this scheme; information was held by wardens on subscribing residents in their zone, this information was used when there was a serious flood risk to the village, new data protection rules mean that checks would have to be made on information held. It was decided that no decision would be made on the viability of the present scheme, it would be discussed more fully at the next PC meeting.
 PB offered to check that the batteries in torches and lanterns, sited in the cabins behind the Village Hall, were still operational.
