063/24	To note, consider and comment on Planning Matters
a. Applications:  24/01049/FUL | Vine Cottage, Main Street, replace front, rear & side boundary and install gates. 
After representations from the members of the public present and discussion the council voted to OBJECT to the application. It was noted that the councillors had received a significant number of concerns re this application from many local residents. DP asked to notify NSDC of the objection and to summarise the PC’s reasons for that decision.

a. Reported that Council Tree Officer had confirmed that large Pine Tree to the rear of the cemetery was healthy and removal or reduction was not required or recommended. Council has agreed to review and assess the tree on an annual basis. PC agreed that in the event of any change to the tree condition this inspection and assessment would be brought forward. PC had also informed the council that it was happy to pay for an additional inspection by a tree surgeon if the Council’s Tree Officer felt this was warranted or if there were any changes that required (for example) the tree to be climbed for closer inspection. Resident notified by email.  DP to follow up with personal visit.
