
Hoveringham Parish Council 

Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday September 20th 2016 in Hoveringham Village Hall at 7.30pm
Present: Mark Clifford Chairman (MAC) Eric Allwood (EA) Margaret Armitage (WMA) Helen Nall (HN) Alexander Nall (AN) Phil Turton (PT) Councillor Roger Jackson.
Mr and Mrs Hopkinson, local residents, addressed the Council regarding their concerns with a planning application, 2, Field View, they had not been consulted about it, and objected to the size of the proposed Granny flat and the fact that Velux windows would overlook their property, interfering with their privacy. A further issue was the fact that planning consent was initially for five properties, did this development constitute six?
Councillor Jackson informed the PC that Southwell Library will be hosting an advice centre for local residents on Tuesdays and Thursdays, due to the closure of Kelham Hall, details of this have been posted on Hov-watch and the village notice board.
1. Apologies accepted for absence from Pauline Bulpitt
2. The Minutes of the previous meeting were approved ( taken as read)
3. Finance: Receipts: from Village Hall –Good brooks electrical-£61.00. Derwent Roofing - £4060
Payments; Derwent Roofing-£4872.00. Time assured –church clock £126   
4. Planning:
 15/00635/FUL: Fishing Lake Gonalston Lane-As the Fishing Lake are not breaking any bye-laws regarding their poor signage it was decided not to pursue this issue.
16/1150/FUL: Hedge removal in a Field on Gonalston lane – Refused
16/00712/FUL: 2 Field House, Manor Farm, Gonalston lane-the Parish Council, agreed to express concerns to NSDC about the original planning consent and the fact that the proposed development could easily function as a separate dwelling, also the potential loss of privacy due to Velux windows. 

5. Chapel Field: money raised at the Village street party has been offered to the Chapel Field for the purchase of a picnic table, this was accepted. The committee are exploring various fund raising ideas with a view to spending potentially £30,000 on the area .they are taking  advice from a professional fundraiser as to the best way of obtaining grants. Councillor Roger Jackson informed the council that Tesco “Bags for money “charity gave out small grants.
6. Village Hall:  fund raising-a successful Safari Supper was reported
7. Environment:
7.1 Bridle way : Rose Cottage to Cricket club path-Phil Newton is in liaison with the relevant officers to get this project completed
7.2 Railway Lake: a liaison meeting will take place early in 2017, the progress on the site seems to be in accord with existing plans.
7.3 Litter Bin Elm Tree Corner: it is possible to have a wheelie bin sited on the Elm Tree corner as a replacement for the two small bins subject to certain conditions.
7.4 New Bus service: Councillor Jackson stated that it was not possible at the moment to alter the present bus service BUT in a few weeks’ time a new free service would be operating on a Tuesday and Thursday linked to Lowdham and Southwell for a period of approx. 6 Months so that people could get to the Doctors etc., however if it was not used it could not be kept running.

8. Cemetery: The proposed new charges were accepted by the Parish Council. It will be reported in the Hoveringham News that the rates are increasing, and will be introduced on the 1st February 2017. The new charges will be sent out to local Funeral Directors by the Clerk.
9. Closed Churchyard Maintenance: it was decided to review the maintenance costs for the year before any decision was made on the size of the shortfall in funding from NSDC. The clerk had emailed Phil Beard about the safety issue with the lime trees and overgrown Holly to the south side, his Grounds Maintenance Manager will be in touch.
10. Village photograph: This had taken place on Sunday 18th September at 11am on the Chapel Field.MC expressed his thanks to EA for supplying a trailer and bales for people to stand on, Alison and Phil Turton were thanked for organising the Photographer, he also proposed that the PC pay for the Photographer as this was the Village event to commemorate the Queens 90th Birthday year.
11. Highways: pot holes had recently been surveyed. Creagh were apparently not operating in conjunction with their approved hours. 
CCTV - WMA reported to the PC that to install CCTV in the village would be prohibitively expensive, even if permission could be obtained from the Home Office, but was looking into the costs of signage indicating the presence of CCTV.
 Salt for winter roads is now available from NSDC we will apply for our free bags but other supplies can be purchased cheaper elsewhere.
12. Tarmac: a liaison committee meeting is to take place on 12th Oct.
Concern was expressed about the Jubilee Oak becoming overgrown, a Tree surgeon will be approached.
All meetings take place in the Village Hall at 7.30pm.
