APPENDIX ‘C’
 PLANNING APPLICATIONS CONSIDERED

20/00620/FUL - Hoveringham Cricket Club
"Concerns have been received from some residents. It was noted that a village meeting had been held with the Cricket Club which had provided information - minutes of the meeting (accepted as an accurate record by the Cricket Club) are attached. The Parish Council noted certain ambiguities in the application as against information provided and would request that, if the council is minded to grant the application, then appropriate conditions are imposed to address the following areas of concern:
1. Safety- that the nets should be fully enclosed with a lockable gate. Public footpath no 7 runs alongside the application site and is very well used.
2.Impact on environment: 
a.That, to reduce visual impact,  the height of the nets are set at the minimum ECB requirement (3.6m) and are of a darker colour so as to blend in with the background as far as possible. 
b. That a suitable landscaping scheme minimises the visual impact and helps absorb noise (allowing the existing hedge to grow, adding trees where appropriate)
c. That the existing established hedge is preserved in its entirety (which would also reduce noise as well as visual impact) but also helps to screen the application site from users of the public footpath (no 7) that runs alongside the application site.
d.That no lighting of the net area is permitted. (To prevent light pollution but also limit usage and thus reduce noise impact to residents near to the area).”

20/00654/FUL - Hillsborough House, Boat Lane
Objections re 20 00654 FUL Hillsborough House, Boat Lane, Hoveringham.
· Safety on Lodgefield Lane & Boat Lane – only a few properties on Lodgefield Lane have vehicular access in their deeds & other than these properties no other vehicles are allowed.  Visibility splay on to Boat Lane is inadequate & creates Health & Safety issues.
· Over intensification of the site – footprint is too large for the site & too close to the boundary of the neighbouring property. Imposing on the current street scene.
· Generally negative effect on the neighbouring property & loss of privacy .
· Precedent – concerns precedent would be set for other properties to undertake similar development.
