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Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 26th June 2018 at 7.30pm in the Village Hall.
Present: Mark Clifford (MAC) Eric Allwood (EA) Helen Nall (HN) Alexander Nall (AN) Phil Turton (PT) 
1. Apologies accepted for absence: - Margaret Armitage , Pauline Bulpitt
2. Minutes of the previous meeting:- (15th May 2018) were approved (taken as read)
 PT felt that historically the PC minutes have been brief, and that the minutes of the PC meetings needed to be informative and fuller to fulfil our obligations under the Transparency Act.
3. Finance: - Receipts – NSDC yearly maintenance payment for closed Churchyard £816 HMRC £354.69 ( VAT refund)
Payments: -NALC £17. Zurich Insurance £1,050.11 (yearly)   R Covill (mowing) £216.       M Clifford services Cemetery mowing £220.80. Churchyard mowing £250, Chapel Field (mowing and hedges) £250, PWLB (village hall loan) £1,130.70, J Richards (wages) £777.12, J Richards (expenses) £10.84, SDFB (Village Hall lease) £150.
Our new insurers are Zurich, a three year contract has been negotiated at a favourable rate.
 PT agreed to check if the PC needs to register with the ICO for GDPR purposes.

Our accounts have been internally audited by Sandra Stachura, and passed with minor amendments. The Parish Council approved the annual governance statement and the accounts for 2017/18. They will be available for public viewing from 2nd of July until the 12th August with prior notice to the Clerk. The Statements are displayed on the PC notice board in the Village and the Website.
Railway Lake /Scouts -Representatives from the Scouts, Mr David Cook and a male volunteer (Andy) also two members of the public, Mr and Mrs Collen, attended the Parish Council meeting to express their views.
 A matrix had been received from the Scouting organisation detailing the present situation on the lakeside compound, the proposed situation, and the action needed to achieve accord, if this was not achievable an enforcement notice would be put in place in October by the Planning Department at NSDC.
The main objections from the public, and the PC, was the industrial look of the site, the erected fencing being the wrong height and colour, with insufficient screening provided by the small trees planted. Containers on the site were more numerous than had been originally agreed, there being four instead of two. Jo Collen asked if it was possible to replace the fencing with a more open type of metallic fence, perhaps applying for grants. AN suggested camouflage painting as a compromise. It was unanimously agreed that it was not acceptable in its present form. 
The Scouts’ representative stated that 420 trees had been ordered from the Woodland Trust. Previous trees from the Trust had been unsuitable for the site and therefore had struggled with soil conditions; the new order of trees should produce more effective growth, but, being small trees, they would take time to grow to a height useful for screening.
 The Scouts were experimenting with colours for the fencing to make it more user friendly, and were cladding the lake side portacabin in Yorkshire boarding. The gates were being reduced in height to comply with the original consent.
 Permission from NSDC was to be sought, to allow the use of the Lake for six weekend sessions during the closed season for training purposes, a maximum of twenty five persons to be on the water at any time. 
The Scouts’ representatives felt that communication between all organisations involved needed to be improved. The PC agreed with this statement.
MAC to attend the next Thurgarton PC meeting, as are the Scouts’ representatives, this is to ascertain the opinion prevalent in Thurgarton. MAC thanked the Scouts representatives and Mr and Mrs Collen for expressing their views to the PC.
4. Planning: -
18/00373/FUL.-One new two bedroomed dwelling, in the grounds of the Manor House, Main Street, Permitted Development - a flood report was needed to satisfy the planning department.
18/00722/TWCA - Yew Trees Hoveringham Cemetery - remove two Yews on safety grounds –Permitted. - MAC has sourced three quotes and after discussion with other Parish Councillors had accepted the best, which was from Sam Jackson; a decision was required on the best time to fell the trees, probably after September.
 15/01533/FULM – Railway Lake- discussed earlier in the meeting.
5. Chapel Field - A fundraising Quiz is planned in the Village Hall possibly in September. A presentation at the Hoveringham Vintage Vehicle Rally, showing Village residents the proposed plans for the play area, was well received, raising awareness within the village of the aims and proposals being put forward by The Chapel Field committee.
6. Village Hall- the Village Hall AGM was on 17th April MAC attended. At the moment The VH committee has no Chairperson or Secretary, and they are actively trying to recruit these officials. All of the management team are volunteers and the PC extend their thanks for their continuing hard work. Mr Parker, the maintenance organiser, has resigned, thanks are extended to him for his contribution to the continuing success of the Village Hall.    The PWLB (Public Works and Loan Board) finance for the Village Hall now stands at £18,000.  
A Safari Supper in aid of the Village Hall funds is planned for 15th September 2018.

7. Environment -
7.1 Railway/Scout Lake – discussed earlier.
7.2Village Book exchange - sited in the old Telephone Box, painting has again been delayed.
7.3 Village Residents’ Concerns on Boat Lane- regarding damage caused by sugar beet contractor from Lincolnshire. Councillor Jackson had promised to bring these concerns to the attention of the relevant departments, unfortunately due to a prior meeting at Castle House Councillor Jackson was unable to attend and give a report.
7.4 Pavements - R Covill, local contractor, has sprayed the pavements in the Village for weeds.
7.5 Dog Faeces – A small improvement around the Village has been noted.
7.6 Sky lanterns - NSDC have a banning order in place for Sky Lanterns and Helium Balloon release on their land and   they are asking other councils to ban releases, as they are potentially damaging to wildlife and also pose a fire hazard.  This was deferred until the next meeting to give time for further investigation. 
8 Cemetery and closed Churchyard- Risk assessment forms were to be updated, PT had contacted a knowledgeable associate and agreed to informally assess the Cemetery for hazards with MAC. Our Insurers have a form which can be amended for use. PT and MAC are to look at the Cemetery to reassess potential risks.
8.1 War Memorial - HN is dealing with an application for a grant, applying for £5,000 for renovation and repair.
9 Highways - 
9.1 HGV - Caythorpe PC report an increase of HGV using Caythorpe as a short cut. Caythorpe PC would like support from HPC to canvass for Signage, stating the road is unsuitable for HGV, Councillor Jackson is to be involved. The Clerk has contacted Caythorpe PC who would like letters to be sent to NCC asking for signage, stating the river road is unsuitable for HGV and directing any onto the main A612 road, this is to be a joint venture.
9.2 Creagh - no problems have been reported.
9.2 Fly Tipping - is an ongoing problem, anyone who sees an incident is requested to take the culprits’ registration plate number and report any details to NSDC.
9.3 Potholes - Recent hot weather has caused further problems, new longer lasting materials for the repair of potholes are coming into use.
11 Tarmac – The meeting scheduled for the 14th May 2018 in Hoveringham Village Hall was cancelled, a date is needed for a further meeting.

12. Flood Wardens Scheme – as both parish councillors with extensive knowledge of this scheme were away, it was decided to defer discussion on this subject to the next meeting. WMA has written an article about how the scheme works for insertion into the next Hovnews, and information has been sent out on Hovwatch.
The present Clerk to the PC has resigned for personal reasons, a new Clerk will need to be sought. MAC will draft an advertisement which the Clerk will send to be displayed on the NALC website (Nottinghamshire Association of Local Councils), also posting the advertisement on the Village website, Hovwatch and on the village notice boards.
The meeting was ended at 9.55 pm
