1. Apologies for acceptance and approval.
Apologies given by H. Nall (HN), & N.Collen (NC),were accepted and approved.
2. Declarations of interest

Minutes of the meeting held 15th October 2019 were approved and signed subject to adding the following:
· Chapel Field – weekly inspections need to be recorded and need to liaise 			with Chapel Field Group/ Phil Beard (N & S D C) to review 			weekly checks that are carried out.  Cllr. JR to follow up.
· Village Hall – with a view to the new lease recognising that the Village Hall 	            is run by the independent Village Hall Committee.
· Parish Council thanked them for their professionalism and hard work as well as the support.

5. Reports from NCC Councillors & N & S D C Councillors.  – Cllr. R.Jackson reported the following:
· Permanent Weight restriction for Hoveringham & Caythorpe is progressing.
· N & S D C offering free trees – Cllr. RH to follow up.
· N & S D C Community Initiative Funding scheme linked to Cleaner, Safer. Greener Initiative over next 3 years.
· NCC LIS to be launched in January 2020.
· Anti Fly Tipping Initiative – fees re collection of white goods have been reduced to discourage fly tipping of same. To be advertised on HovWatch
· N & S D C collect batteries at same time as collecting wheelie bins. Batteries should be placed in a separate bag & left on top of wheelie bin. To be advertised on HovWatch.
· Nothing to report re investigation into tragic car accident other than the petition which had been handed in at NCC.
6.  Questions from the Public. 
Residents had experienced difficult conditions in relation to excessive standing water following recent heavy rain.  Assistance requested to try to eleviate & identify the problem which may have an impact on the whole of Hoveringham in future. Problem may relate to drainage of water being diverted following work to extract minerals & consequently developing the lakes.  Cllr. R.Jackson recommended contacting NCC Planning Officer initially & following their advice involve Trent Valley Drainage Board/Environment Agency & possibly other partner agencies/landowners.  RJ also suggested initially TVDB had designed a sill for the area in question but due to objections from other land owners the work had not been undertaken.  Clerk to contact NCC to make initial contact.
7.  To consider Asset Register – Agreed VH contents need to be removed but detailed inventory of Emergency stores to be undertaken estimate of value was less than £5k.
8. To consider insurance policy – agreed insurers to be informed Parish sole trustee of a charity.  Position re flood wardens needs to be clarified with insurers as to whether or not they were deemed to be Parish Council volunteers.  Cllr. Dawn Hall to speak to insurers.
