Minutes of the Hoveringham Parish Council held in the Village Hall
on Tuesday 25th October 2022 at 7.00 pm

Present: Cllrs. Dawn Parker Hall (DP), Helen Nall (HN/Chairman – arrived at19h56), David Hall (DH). Nick Collen and Jo Rooney.
In attendance: LJ Campbell (Clerk) and Cllr Roger Jackson and three members of public.

To Receive and note Public Participation:  Gareth Johnson, NCC Traffic Manager, addressed the PC about the double yellow lines proposed for Gonalston Lane lakes.  Temporary traffic regulation was put down, but it is a short-term solution, eleven penalty notices were issued.  Proposed to put in a permanent traffic regulation which should prevent further displaced parking.  NCC is responsible for the enforcement of the regulations and any reporting can be made to NCC Traffic management. It is out for consultation which closes in mid-November. Gareth was asked to investigate the repainting of the white lines where the road has been resurfaced. (RJ left at 19h31).
