Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 8th August 2017 at 7.30 pm in the village Hall
Present: Mark Clifford- Chairman (MAC) Eric Allwood- Vice Chairman (EA) Margaret Armitage (WMA) Helen Nall (HN) Alexander Nall (AN) Phil Turton (PT) Councillor Roger Jackson.
A member of the public Mr Paul Simpson spoke to the Parish councillors regarding his concerns about the proposed placement of the new western power substation which is very near to his property. He accepts the need for a new substation in the village, but feels it is in the wrong position, as do some of his neighbours. Councillor Jackson pointed out that this is a matter between Western power and the land owner. Mr Simpson felt that western power could move the substation to a less intrusive position and requested the PC to intercede, (MAC) to look into the matter.

2. To consider the minutes of the previous meeting ( 27th June 17): taken as read
3. Finance Receipts:-Nil. Chapel Field Calendar £50, Ball £2000

Grants are available for the new PC website needed for the purpose of the Transparency Act -2014 and the Clerk has applied for a grant .the website is now operational ,thanks to Rob Duffy for his invaluable help, the new computer for the PC has been ordered.
4. Planning : 17/01361/FUL- Hoveringham House proposed garage-ONGOING
5. Chapel Field: £3.590 has been raised from the fund raising Ball, £1000 is to be donated from the HVVR. Fund raising is on target. Mark Clifford extended the Parish Councils congratulations to the Chapel Field committee for their hard work, and successful fund raising. (HN) is to call an AGM for the Chapel Field committee.
6. Village Hall: (AN) felt that as the governing body the PC should receive accounting information from the Village Hall committee on a regular basis, to facilitate a system of transparency and accountability, (MAC) is the Parish council representative for the village Hall.
7. Environment:
7.1 Railway Lake: the next liaison meeting is in September, weed control was needed in the areas around the margins.
7.2 Hoveringham street furniture: the second bench is now being refurbished
7.3 Jubilee oak: needed further trimming (MAC) to action 
7.4 Flood pole: progress has been made, but this project is ongoing
7.5 Village book exchange: John Clarke has been requested to paint the book exchange
7.6 Village sign post: John Clarke has been requested to repair and repaint the sign
8. Cemetery and Church yard:  a response is awaited from NSDC regarding the trees in the church yard which need cutting back.
8.1 War memorial: Grants are available to renovate war memorials (HN) to apply for a grant.
9. Highways
9.1 Creagh: the clerk has written to Creagh with regard to HGV using the river road and suggested that the A612 would be a more appropriate route, but has received no response. The situation will be monitored.
9.2 Pot holes and overgrown verges. The verges have been cut once this year and should be trimmed again shortly. Clarke bros farms are to trim the overgrown hedge and clear the path way on Gonalston lane which concerned local residents. Himalayan Balsam is becoming a problem weed in the area.
9.3 Fly tipping: rubbish has been removed relatively quickly, cars no longer need to register at a recycling centre.
9.4 Poplars: Alexander Nall has felled the Poplar trees on land owned by him .Trinity college have poplars on land which they own, these trees are also coming  to the end of  their useful life, contact has been made with their land agent, but enquiries need to be made as to Trinity’s intent.
10. Tarmac: next meeting on  October 16th 2017
11. Defibrillator: an explanation of the access procedure has been put in the Hoveringham news.
