2. Declarations of interest

3. Minutes of the last meeting held 17th September 2019

· N & S D C only undertake the annual inspection of Chapel Field Play Equipment.

6.  Questions from the Public. nothing to report.
7.  To consider Asset Register – Clerk confirmed Village Hall assets were included on Insurance schedule to a value of £53,815.  Agreed asset value requires splitting between VH assets & Parish Council assets.
8. To consider insurance policy – agreed insurers to be informed Parish sole trustee of a charity.  Once VH & CF arrangements been clarified further update of Policy may be necessary.

04 3 Pines – new fence & gate on Boat Lane were discussed.  Chairman reported providing height restriction not exceeded there was not a problem.
     11. To consider matters in relation to Chapel Field
01 Confirmation of procedure re play equipment inspections. – Annual inspection report from N & S D C to be chased.  CF group undertake a weekly walk round but no written report.  Service contract with Contractor of new equipment being considered by CF Group.
02 To consider way forward re future of Chapel Field Group. - Cllr. JR confirmed the AGM for Chapel Field had not been held; despite there being a new Chairman in place (Rob Winson) .  Cllr. JR to enquire if CF Group wish to remain as an independent group or come under the wing of the Parish Council.  Further advice to be sort from NALC.
03 Cllr. JR confirmed that the tree branches overhanging the field boundary were due to be cut back.
Following agenda item was taken after agenda item 4 to enable to VH representatives to leave if they wished.
12. To consider all Village Hall matters including:
· way forward re running VH – Cllr. Dawn Hall & The Clerk reported they had spoken to Southwell Diocese (Amanda Redgate) & their advice was to liaise with the Parochial Church Council (PCC) including consulting with the Village Hall Management Group with a view to amending the lease to include a clause for Church Hall to be run by independent management group.  The lease could be reviewed earlier & there was no need to wait until the end of current lease. Ie. A new lease would be drawn up for a number of years. 
· Both VH Representatives confirmed the current group wished to carry on running the Church Hall & confirmed that insurance had been taken out (contents insurance to value of £50,000).
· VH Representatives confirmed air conditioning was being investigated which would alleviate the need for the doors to be open on days when it was warm but wet (windows automatically close when it rains).  The fact the doors were open more than likely contributed to excess noise which led to the recent complaint.  VH Group were in touch with the resident re this matter.
· Councillors wished it to be minuted that the Village Hall Group were a valuable asset to the community and thanked the representatives for the support shown by the Group.
13. To consider matters in relation to Scout’s Sailing Club
	Cllr. N.Collen reported a meeting was being rescheduled.
14. To consider Environment matters. 
· request for another litter bin –  1 new larger litter bin nr. Parking area Gonalston Lane; & 1 no. Dog bin – investigations had identified 2 bins & before purchasing enquiries to be made N & S D C providing them.  Chair to chase. 					
· Cllr. David Hall reported that new members were required to support the Floodwatch Group.  Cllr. RH agreed to attend a training course (due to fact DH had a prior engagement) & article to be placed in HovNews appealing for new members.
15. To consider Cemetery & Churchyard matters (if any).
Clerk confirmed receipt of the Church yard maintenance contribution from N & S D C.
Chairman reported that Church Clock had been serviced; however; Time Assured had identified need for a platform in the Town as a ladder could not be used due to Health & Safety.  Due to contractor not being able to access certain area an element of the service could not be undertaken.  The matter would require discussing with the Church (PCC) & quotes obtained for the platform & no doubt Church would have to obtain a faculty from Southwell Diocese.  Councillors approved payment of Time Assured invoice if it arrived prior to next meeting.
16. To consider Highways issues – 
· barriers along Hoveringham Road following recent road traffic accident –.  It was noted that Cllr. R.Jackson had presented a petition signed by in excess of 4,000 people to NCC Full Council meeting.  Cllr. H.Nall confirmed a meeting with Cllr. Jackson at the site of the accident &  following a brief discussion Councillors agreed to wait for the official report on the accident & recommendations before making a decision on changes in the area
· Overhanging trees/shrubbery on Boat Lane etc. – area around bridge parapets had been trimmed by the Trent View Carp Fishery management following a request by The Chairman (HN) & additional work to trim hedges to be undertaken shortly.
· Chair was in process of obtaining quotes for grass cutting.
